And vet more deadly
nuclear weapons are being piled on top of the heap. that is enough to
wipe out all traces of life from this planet; Forty vears after Hiroshima,
there is no light at the end of the tunnel, only occassional flickers. The
arms limitation talks between the superpowers, who hold the key to
disarmament and peace, have yielded nothing so far.

- The main responsibility [or suppressing the nuclear threat is that
of the superpowers. However, other powers also have nuclear weapons
and they must share the responsibility. And not only they, but those
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nations which have, or are developing nuclear capability must see the
issues in a longer term and longer perspective..

But, it must be
followed by similar agreements on the bilateral and regional level, for
