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* Mercantilism was an economic theory that
encouraged government regulation of the
economy for the purpose of enhancing state
power

* Mercantilism imposed limitations on colonial
trade and increased customs duties.

* It prevented the colonies from trading with
other European countries

It imposed heavy economic burdens on
American colonies

It contributed to rising anti-British sentiment
and the eventual outbreak of the American
Revolution

Voltaire, Rousseau, Montesquieu .

Their revolutionary ideas encouraged people to
fight for their rights.

They poFuIarized the idea of French society based
on equality and freedom of individuals .

Voltaire - He became famous as a great writer
and critic. He launched bitter attacks against the
church and the state.

Montesquieu -He wanted power to be shared
between the King and the nobles and the third
estate.

Rousseau - In his famous book “Social Contract”,
he explained that the King and his subjects are
parties to a contract, and therefore, if the King
does not rule the people according to their
general will.
