"Blowin' in the Wind" is a song written by Bob Dylan in 1962 and released on his
album The Freewheelin' Bob Dylan in 1963. Although it has been described as a protest
song, it poses a series of rhetorical questions about peace, war and freedom. The
refrain "The answer, my friend, is blowin' in the wind" has been described as
"impenetrably ambiguous: either the answer is so obvious it is right in your face, or the
answer is as intangible as the wind".

The writer is making a plea for the eradication of inequality and injustices. The ruling
authorities try to put maximum miseries to the downtrodden people. But , the writer says
it can be washed away. One day the suppressed people will react and arise. The writer
blames the people who turn a deaf ear to these miseries.
