9. CONSTITUTION AS A LIVING DOCUMENT

The laws need to be changed according to the changing
circumstances. Countries such as the Soviet Union and France have
changed the entire constitution many times to meet the changing needs. It
is a matter of pride that the Constitution of India, which came into
existence on January 26, 1950, remains in existence for over 70 years.

Constitutional Amendments

Parliament has the power to change the Constitution of India. The
Constitution of India can be changed in three different ways.

1. Amendments with simple majority.

Some of the provisions of the Constitution can be changed with the
support  of the majority of members who vote in the Rajya Sabha and
Lok Sabha. The provisions related to the renaming of the states, the
formation of the state,and the matters of citizenship etc can be amended
with simple majority.

2. Amendments with special majority

Some of the provisions of the Constitution require a special majority
of  Parliament. The special majority means of the support of two-thirds
of those  who vote in the House and the majority of members of the
House. It isin this ~ way that fundamental rights and instructional
principles are altered.

3. Amendments requiring the a special majority of the parliament and
ratification of half of the states

Some of the provisions can be changed with the
special majority of the parliament and the ratification of half the
states. Articles related to distribution of powers between the
states and central government , representation etc are included
in this category.
