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Hepatitis is a liver disease. Hepatitis is also caused by virus. Inflammation
of the liver is its major symptom. When the flow of bile secreted by the
liver is blocked, an increase in the level of bile pigment called bilirubin in
blood is noticed This imparts dark yellow colour to the mucus membrane,
white portion of the eyes and the nails. This is the external symptom of the
disease. Disease gets transmitted through contaminated food and water,
blood components and excreta of the patient. Certain hepatitis do get
transmitted in the same way as the transmission of HIV.
