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THE CHAMPARAN SATYAGRAHA

The Champaran Satyagraha was organized in 1917 under the
leadership of Gandhiji to solve the problems of the farmers of Champaran in
Bihar. The British, the landowners, forced the village farmers to cultivate
indigo on most of the land they were cultivating and to sell it at a price set by
the British landlords. As a result, the farmers fell into a huge debt trap.
Knowing this, Gandhiji intervened in the agitation and solved the problems of
the farmers through the Satyagraha agitation
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KHEDA SATYAGRAHA

In 1918, agriculture was destroyed in Kheda district of Gujarat. But the
government insisted on paying the full amount without giving a land tax
deduction. Gandhiji advised the farmers not to pay tax till the tax relief is
given. The strike was called off following a government order to collect taxes
from farmers who were able to pay their taxes
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AHMEDABAD TEXTILE MILLS STRIKE

In 1918, Gandhiji intervened in a dispute between mill
owners and workers in Ahmedabad. Gandhiji proposed a 35 per
cent pay hike. He started a hunger strike till death to strengthen
the workers' struggle. This put pressure on the mill owners and
agreed to give the workers a 35 per cent pay rise on the fourth
day.
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
